There was some discussion about spending and carrying too much in the account.  Ken expressed a concern about not giving enough money to the coaches and teams.  Jackie explained that we do hand out funding forms all the time.  She is putting together a packet of OABC info for the new coaches.  Irwin said the coaches coach.  They are not interested in doing paperwork.  Beth inquired about the types of items we are willing to purchases for the teams.  Carole explained the types of items/equipment we have purchased in the past.  Ken asked about supporting Rec teams.

Jackie mentioned that sadly, we are still looked at as mainly a football club.  It was pointed out that Football asks us for nothing!
In September the club will look at putting more money into the savings account.

Budget Vote

Adult Boot Camp will start at the end of June and also run for 7 weeks.  It is $10 per session for all Booster Club members.
