A motion to accept the October minutes was made by LuAnne and seconded by Mary.  
The meeting began with an update on Merchandise & Membership:
To date there is a total of 88 Memberships with 68 of those being MVPs.  Memberships are down from last year when there were 105 members with 88 MVPs.
No new merchandise orders have been placed.  The rain was very detrimental to the selling efforts during the Fall season.  The Club did not sell a lot of T-Shirts this year.  There are currently T-shirts, shorts and long sleeved Ts available.
Concession:
The Club fed approximately 225 Fall athletes over 2 days for Homecoming weekend with a cost of $625.  Homecoming brought in a net of $2,380.  There are some hamburgers and hot dogs left as well as some candy and drinks.  The Varsity Field Hockey night game brought in $52.  The Boys Varsity Soccer night game brought in $236 and the last Football game brought in $125.  The total Concession earnings for the Fall season was approximately $3,900.  Ken was impressed with the money made, given there were only three Football games.  Jackie wants to know if the Club should continue with Homecoming, given the poor attendance.  Lucy commented that the trailer may stay where it is at OHS – at least until the request to move it is made!
Treasurer:
Carole did not have an updated statement to present, but spoke of the $29,000 in the accounts.  Approximately $3,000 has been spent on Funding Requests including the signs for the Cheerleaders, a Spring Tumble Strip for Gymnastics and new spigots for Luis’ Gatorade Jugs.  A question was raised about Hockey making a $1,000 funding request.  Jackie explained that there were major changes regarding ice time and a change was made to their practice and game venue.  With cuts in ice time spending and transportation, the district was able to fund $15,000 so parents are not responsible to pay.   The program is small and only 25 kids play.  Ken questioned the Hockey expenses in general and it was explained how expensive the sport is.  There are several seniors on the team this year, so the program for next year is uncertain.
Signs:
The project of hanging the new signs inside and outside the gym will commence once the District’s SmartBoard installation is complete.
The OABC has not heard anything further regarding the Great Clips fundraising.  The Club did hand out approximately 100 copies of the flier.
The High School was hoping an OABC merchandise table could be set up on Wednesday, November 23, 2011.  There is a 2011 graduate reunion being held in the library.  The Club is asking for volunteers to man the table.
LuAnne and Jackie spoke of storage becoming a problem.  Bob stated he wants his garage back.  Jackie will inquire with a neighbor as to whether we could temporarily use their garage.  She will also ask around for rates of local storage facilities.  
Constant Contact has been down.  Paypal has also been a problem, so the Club is asking that no orders be placed on line.  The Club is getting word that unfulfilled orders have been placed.  People are also ordering items that are no longer available.  
The Winter Athlete Dinner is scheduled for February 2, 2012.  The Club is seeking someone to chair this event in order that we may continue this popular event.  Carole is giving it some thought!
Tana of Tuscan Grille cannot thank the OABC enough!  She is getting lots of compliments from people who have visited the concession stand.
