OABC Meeting Minutes

Meeting was called to order at 7:35.

Motion was made to accept the minutes from September.  Seconded by Carole.

Merchandise/Membership
First football game was dismal due to rain with only $585 in merchandise sales.

Second football game was deemed a success with $1,172 being made. The various Back to School Nights were mixed with AMD and OHS being more successful.  To date, the club is up to 61 MVP memberships.

The Roosevelt BTSN was deemed to be not worth the effort.  The merchandise booth has to be set up downstairs and only allows for about 15 minutes of activity.  The set up needs to be reworked.  Maybe a booth can be set up outside, weather dependent of course.  Jackie is going to get a tour of the Fifth grade floor.

Spending for merchandise is about at the $14,000 mark.  Not another penny is going to be spent.  One more sweatshirt may have to be ordered.

$16 a month is being spent on Constant Contact.  Should we continue to use this?  Is there something better to be used to reach the kids?  How about Facebook or Twitter?  The Website has been updated.  Everyone is encouraged to take a look.

We need more/new volunteers.  There is a pre-season Coaches meeting on 10/18.  The Club needs to think about how to attract Parent Liaisons from each team.  Jackie is working on trying to entice the parents of the younger kids.

Concession

There is running water at the trailer!  No more trucking in water.  The next item to be worked on is electricity.

Tables, covers, lights, utensils have been purchased for use by the Club.  One smaller table may need to be purchased.
The Club lost out on some revenue with the lack of a scrimmage this year.  The first football game was a bust with a net of $130.  There was heavy rain and the half-time participation of the little league football was cancelled.  The second football game had a net of $950.  We are approximately $1,080 behind were we should be.

Homecoming is this weekend and the OABC will be feeding approximately 250 of the fall athletes.  We need volunteers starting on Friday.  Thank you Margaret and Brian with your help with the 50/50 during the football games!  Ken asked about using the same color tickets.  It was explained that the Club had run out of tickets and had to use what was available.

Treasurer Report
The OABC has $16,000 in revenue.  With the outstanding deposits, the Club wills more that make the budget numbers.  The Club is a bit overspent on Merchandise this year.  We are on track at $27,720

Ken Waldron, Jim Dennett, Bill Dalton and Lucy met to discuss the mounting of the new league/section champs signs outside the gym.  They should be on display in the next month or so.

The PTA Council is seeking OABC participation.  They are asking that a representative attend their meetings in order that a club alignment can be formed.

Mary made a fundraising suggestion to the Club members in attendance.  She is researching the costs for a 4 hr boat cruise up the Hudson, maybe for the Spring.  A few members attended a similar cruise and thought it may be something to try.  Preliminary info states the rental rate for the Commander is $650 and hour.
